
Per the Governor’s Economic Reopening Taskforce Stay at Home 2.0 Restaurants: “Tables spacing 

should be maintained so people sitting at adjacent tables are at least 6 feet apart.”   Using the nation-

ally recognized Building, Fire, and Life Safety Codes method of allotting 19” from edge of table to edge 

of seat back, the following examples illustrate the minimum required distances between tables for 

multiple seating arrangements.  Minimum distances between tables are in RED.  Measurements in 

black show how the table to table measurements were determined.   Please indicate where seats 

are located in your table diagrams and provide the distances from table edge to table 

edge.
